CUSA Families:
CUSA has been participating in the Kroger "Neighborhood Rewards" fundraising program for the past three years and this program benefits not only the club but each participant. Use of the Neighborhood Rewards program is simple: 

1. Purchase the gift card for $1 (In order to activate the card, CUSA has pre-loaded $1).
2. Reload your card at the courtesy desk when you enter the store or at the register just prior to your groceries being scanned. The card can be reloaded for any amount up to $250 and can be reloaded as often as you like. You can pay for the reloaded card with cash, check or major credit card- including your Kroger MasterCard. 
3. Use your gift card to pay for your purchases. 

Once CUSA reaches a minimum of $5,000 in reloads during a 4-week cycle, the club will receive a check for 4% of the total. At the end of the season CUSA will refund 2% of any money earned by an individual player in the form of a credit to your CUSA e-registration account, and can be used to offset player fees, summer camp, winter training, etc.  Participating families that are no longer with the club will receive the rebate in the form of a check. The remaining 2% will go towards club improvements.  At the end of each 4-week cycle a spreadsheet with the dates and amounts of each load for participating players will be posted on the CUSA website (www.cusasoccer.org ) - look for 'Kroger Update' on the home page and then double click on 'More Information'.  In order to open the spreadsheet you will need to type in the password 'krogerrebate' (all lowercase) and this will allow you to view the monthly load for your player.
